Classroom Management

Course Overview

“Economics is a study of mankind in the ordinary business of life.”-Alfred Marshall  
“Economically literate citizens, because they possess an understanding of economic generalizations and concepts, will enjoy a more complete understanding of their world.”  
The course will provide a basic overview of economic systems, theories, and practice.  Economics 12 will be approached on two different levels.  First is to make you familiar with basic economic terminology for future academic studies and familiarity in everyday life.  For students heading to a two- or four-year institution odds are that you will be taking “Econ 101.” This course is designed to give you a background for success in those endeavors.  Even those of you not heading to “Econ 101” an understanding of economic terminology will make you more aware of the role that citizens and government play in our economic lives.  The second is to develop practical knowledge to help you in future financial endeavors.  A recent study found the 90 percent of college students agreed that good credit is important, but as many as one-third of these students had either missed a credit card payment or paid a bill late.  This course will provide you with the tools to analyze your options and make informed decisions in regard to your personal economic practices.
