12th Grade Modern American History

I. The Course- Modern American History is an enrichment of the 11th Grade Social Studies curriculum.  We will cover topics from the Reconstruction period until present day.  The course work centers on movies and music that depict American history from the various time frames.  We will not only watch and listen to audio visual aids, but we will research and analyze their validity.

II. Required Materials- You will need a notebook, a writing instrument, and a love of history.

          III.  Rules and Regulations
