Participating in regular discussions regarding literature and its impact 

on their lives is expected. 

Vocabulary: advancing one's vocabulary will lead to drastic improvements in the written word. 

Vocabulary mnemonics as well as vocabulary from pieces of literature and poetry will help enhance
