Grading:

Participation in rehearsals 40%- This is labeled Rehearsal Technique in PowerSchool. Students
will be given weekly combined grade. To earn a high grade, students are required to show effort,
cooperation, and leadership during rehearsals and performances. Students will receive a weekly
grade for rehearsals.

Park Checks 30%- Students will be graded on how accurately they sing their part in any song. A
rubric will be given to the students before the assessment. Part Checks will occur once a quarter.
Concert Participation (REQUIRED) 30%-Students are expected to attend and participate in Chorus
concerts throughout the year. Please take note of the concert dates above. Letters with
information about the concerts will be sent home with students in advance as well as reminders
on Teams and in the classroom. Concert information can be found in the Syllabus and on my
school website page under Miss Scalise, High School Chorus.

Classroom Management:

Students will receive a warning during class if their behavior is inappropriate.
